Sponsor Letters/Requirements

The following is required by Canon Law to be a
Catholic  Godparent/Sponsor ~ for  Baptism  or
Confirmation. Be at least 16 years of age. Have
completed the Sacraments of Initiation. (Baptism,
Eucharist & Confirmation).  If married, have a
marriage that is canonically valid and recognized by
the Catholic Church. Be a registered and active
parishioner living a life of faith. You must be
registered with our parish for at least 3 months before
we will provide a sponsor letter. Although you may
have registered with our parish, if you are not
attending Mass regularly and using the envelope
system there is no way for the parish office to confirm
regular Mass attendance. Please contact the Parish
Office to confirm your status with our parish.

This also facilitates
the preparation of a statement of contributions for
income tax purpose.

Gospel: John 15:9-17

Jesus asks his disciples to live on in his love and to
“Love one another as | have loved you.” He explains
that he chose them to follow him, and promises if they
keep his commandments they will have anything that
they ask for in his name.

“I have told you this so that my joy may be in you and
your joy might be complete. This is my
commandment: love one another as | love you. No
one has greater love than this, to lay down one’s life
for one’s friends... | have called you friends, because |
have told you everything | have heard from my
Father. It was not you whose chose me, but | have
chosen you.”

Children sing ‘I have joy, joy, joy, joy, down in my
heart...” Do |1? The wish of Jesus is that our joy be
complete. This happens when | carry out the
commandment of love, of service, of care for our
neighbor. Remember last fall, when a driver drove
into a canal in Brooklyn?

A person from the Ukraine, who fled his war torn
country only four days previously, jumped into the
canal and rescued him. A firefighter enters a blazing
building to rescue, without counting the cost. Jesus
did that for us, He wants our joy to be complete. We
do this when we serve, especially those most in need.
