(Baptism,
Eucharist & Confirmation). If married, have a
marriage that is canonically valid and recognized by
the Catholic Church. Be a registered and active
parishioner living a life of faith. You must be
registered with our parish for at least 3 months before
we will provide a sponsor letter. Although you may
have registered with our parish, if you are not
attending Mass regularly and using the envelope
system there is no way for the parish office to confirm
regular Mass attendance. Please contact the Parish
Office to confirm your status with our parish.

Things to do during Eucharistic Adoration

Fr. Benedict Groeschel has said there are “four kinds of
prayer most appropriate in the presence of the
Eucharist, namely adoration and praise, thanksgiving,
repentance, and trusting intercession.” Some
suggestions:

1.  Come and adore Him. Thank Him for all He
has done and then pour out your heart to Him.

2. Sit quietly and “just be” in the Presence of God.
Instead of talking to the Lord, try listening to
what He wants to tell you.

3. Recite the “Jesus Prayer”, “Lord Jesus, have
mercy on me, a sinner”, repeatedly as you quiet
your heart and mind. Then ask for forgiveness
and intercede for others.

4. Pray the Rosary, Divine Mercy or Liturgy of the
Hours

5. Meditate using Scripture. Choose a passage
from the Bible Read the words a few times and
if something strikes you, ask the Holy Spirit to let
them speak to you. Ask what God wants you to
understand from that and write it down

Gospel: John 10:27-30

Jesus states that his sheep know his voice and follow
him, and will receive eternal life. Jesus also says that
no one can snatch his followers away, because God
is greater than anyone who might try, and Jesus is
one with God.

“Jesus said: ‘My sheep hear my voice; | know them,
and they follow me. | give them eternal life, and they
shall never perish. No one can take them out of my
hand” ... . “All who were destined for eternal life came
to believe, and the word of the Lord continued to
spread.”

Traditionally, the fourth Sunday of Easter is called
Good Shepherd Sunday, as the gospel always
focuses on Jesus who shepherds us, leading us to
eternal life. He has instructed us, stating that ‘eternal
life is this, to know the Father and the Son whom He
has sent.” That knowledge is not something reserved
for the head, but a knowledge which flows from the
heart as well. We are told only eighteen inches
separate the head from the heart.

As | live the Easter season, | wish to pursue this life,
that Jesus by His dying and rising gained for me. As
the word of God continues to spread today, | am
called to bring this message to others. ‘Do | hear His
voice speaking to me today?’
